In
addition to obtaining the necessary professional skills such as
interviewing, report writing, behavior modification, and
human relations, students gain a broad background in the
liberal arts. Upon graduation, students are prepared to work
in a variety of social agencies related to their educational
credentials and work experience.

Upon successful completion, the Associate in Arts Degree in
Liberal Arts with a concentration in Human Services is
awarded.
